The workshop reviews the atmospheric effects and weather phenomena being a key factor in aviation. We describe the requirements, capabilities and limitations of Doppler weather radars for turbulence and wind field detection improving flight safety and air traffic management. The goal of this course is to develop an understanding of the operation and application of Doppler weather radars for automatic detection and tracking of hazardous weather features. 

Additionally we focus on the benefit and function of sensor integration as for example weather radars and LLWAS for improved shear wind detection in terminal areas. The latest results and benefits of Integrated Terminal Weather Systems are presented.

Meteorologists, ATC operators, ATC Controllers, pilots, weather forecasters, physicists, engineers, and other professionals who need to understand the benefits and application of Advanced Weather Radars and other Sensors for Aviation Weather Surveillance. Although there is no specific prerequisite for this course, participants should have an understanding of elementary physics and mathematics.
